Dan and Dottie Sluka purchased land in Mary Esther, Florida a few miles east of Pensacola
with a view of the Santa Rosa Sound and the Gulf of Mexico and began building their dream
home on the property in 2000.

In 2004, Hurricane Ivan hit the Florida Panhandle and although the Sluka’s
home performed as designed, the breakaway walls tore away and every-
thing stored inside was destroyed. In terms of damage to the building,
high winds caused minor siding damage. Yet, Dan estimates that is cost
about $24,000 to repair the flood damage, half of which was to replace the
breakaway walls. His NFIP flood insurance policy covered a few thousand
dollars toward some damage to the building, but no coverage for the stored
belongings. The Sluka’s out-of-pocket loss was approximately $20,000.

Upon rebuilding, Dan did extensive research on hydrostatic pressure and
discovered that Smart Vent manufactures the only certified engineered
foundation flood vent that could help limit future damage and prevent the
breakaway walls from failing so easily.

Dan had the builder install the Smart Vent foundation flood vent when
replacing the breakaway walls.

All SMART VENT® products are certified engineered openings provid-

ing an automatic entry and exit of floodwaters that release hydrostatic pressure yielded upon
foundations and breakaway walls during flooding. The indestructible vents have two patented
floats that automatically release with rising water and open the bi-directional flood door
rotating it out of the path of flood water, providing the required 3” diameter of completely
unobstructed open area for flood water to enter and exit.

Dan’s research on Smart Vent paid off when Hurricane Dennis hit in 2005, flooding his
neighborhood. Although 3 _ feet of water entered the storage area through the flood vents,
the breakaway walls remained intact and un-damaged. “The Smart Vents worked as designed.
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The water entered and exited the storage area through the vent openings and there was no
structural damage to the walls of the enclosed space. As a result, the damage was limited to
dirt residue on the floor.” States Dan Sluka.
